 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Christ and Biblical Prophecy
I have come to the conclusion that rather than a collection of four to six hundred prophecies sifted from the Old Testament, the complete [Old Testament] is one extended prophetic utterance for the express purpose of preparing the way for Jesus Christ.

What do you think ... what can be excluded with this notion at our fingertips?  Christ is The Word and cannot be altered, and says that scriptures should not be altered, especially the Mosaic Law or the Torah ... the first 5 books of the Bible.  This is noted in John, Revelation and Daniel, and elsewhere, but Christ also says it Himself as He bears witness to John the Baptist and then to the accuracy of the Scriptures in bearing witness to Him as presented below.  It is all prophetic, and if you believe that our God is a perfect God, then all that came before should be there for a reason: no accidents or coincidences.  It may only elude us because our “spiritual eyes” are not yet sufficiently opened.

1 Timothy 3:16   All Scripture is inspired by God and profitable for teaching, for reproof, for correction, for training in righteousness.  (13B;pg 1610)    

If all scripture is inspired then it cannot be uninspired or meaningless.  It must have a purpose, and that purpose is ultimately to Glorify Christ.  To God, whose perception of time is all time past, present and future all in the present tense, the Bible may be nothing more than a single thought about the glorification of the Son set to word through his instruments in this sphere, flawed as our interpretation might be..

John 5:39   “You search the scriptures, because you think that in them you have eternal life; and it is these that bear witness of Me.”  (13B;pg 1405)
Keep in mind that at the time Jesus spoke these words, the only written and faithfully transmitted and recorded Scripture was the Old Testament, and of these He says a witness is born to Justify Him as “I Am.”  Christ repeats over and over that the things that were happening and would happen were a matter of fulfilling scripture.  All that had been done set the stage for His passion.

Luke 24:44&45   Then He said to them, “These are the words which I spoke to you while I was still with you, that all things must be fulfilled which were written in the Law of Moses and the Prophets and the Psalms concerning Me.”  (3B;pg 1509)   

John 1:1&2   In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.  He was in the beginning with God.  (3B;pg 1510)

Is not all creation a breath of God, an utterance that is all things?

Galatians 5:14   For all the law is fulfilled in one word, even in this:  “You shall love your neighbor as yourself.”  (3B;pg 1659)

Q74   “As long as heaven and earth endure, not one letter, not a single dot of the law, will disappear.”  (14B;pg 109)

Matthew 5:18  “For assuredly, I say to you, till heaven and earth pass away, one jot or one tittle will by no means pass from the law till all is fulfilled.”  (3B;pg 1380)  

Luke 16:17   “And it is easier for heaven and earth to pass away than for one tittle of the law to fail.”  (3B;pg 1492)

Daniel 12:9   And he said, “Go your way, Daniel, for the words are closed up and sealed till the time of the end.”  (3B;pg 1287)

Remember, that at the time of Christ’s ministry, the New Testament was not yet set to the page, so the “word” refers to the Old Testament, especially the Mosaic Law, the Torah, and to Christ (who “before Abraham was, I AM.”).  This was the book of life as it was given to Moses to be transcribed letter for letter, word for word, etc.  If you believe that the Bible Code, the code of Genesis and foreknowledge of the probability of events to come, exists embedded in the Torah, then the statement that follows make sense regarding the current era, advancements in mobility & travel and the technology required to break the code, so to speak; also it says something about being near(er) to the end of times.…

Daniel 12:4   “But you, Daniel, shut up the words, and seal the book until the end of time; many shall run to and fro, and knowledge shall increase.” (3B;pg 1286)
