What did God say in Genesis 1:26: God said, “Let Us make mankind in Our image, after Our likeness …”

Nowhere in the Bible, or in any support commentary, is skin color ever mentioned.  With the Aryan Nation, Black Muslims, and others, it is only mentioned to further an agenda.  God did not put a bunch of white folks in the Middle East when He put His plan into high gear.  It is arrogant and presumptuous to even go there.  His image is spiritual, not physical, at least as we understand it.
