This was an anthem for the ‘60’s, but it hit me very differently this morning as I listened to the radio on my way to work.  What I heard was God speaking to me; reassuring me that what he said was true:  He will return in the person of Jesus Christ to take us home.  The closer our walk is with God, the more the opportunities arise for Him to speak.  He speaks in so many ways, with so many voices, from so many places.  It is awesome!

Revelation 1:7   Look!  He is coming with the clouds, and every eye will see Him, including those who pierced Him.  And all the families of the earth will mourn over Him.  This is certain.  Amen.   (eSword, c.2005 Holman translation)

The Message says, Riding the clouds, He’ll be seen by every eye, those who mocked and killed Him will see Him, People from all nations and from all times will tear their clothes in lament.  Oh, Yes.

Even our modern culture cannot help itself, and tells what is true.  But, we need to be open, and able to hear what is being said.
