Give Thanks

Ephesians 5:20   Speak out to one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, offering praise with voices [and instruments] and making melody with all your heart to the Lord, at all times and for everything giving thanks in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ to God the Father. (47B;pg 1085)

Paul puts thanksgiving in perspective in the above passage.  This is one of those rare times when there is nothing I can add that would make any difference in how the passage is interpreted or applied.  It is self-explanatory.

Give thanks and Praise God through Jesus Christ from whom all blessings flow. 

1.) How do you feel this Thanksgiving?  Is being truly thankful on the radar for you?  

2.) What are you most thankful for?  Why?

3.) When you look over your list, are the “things” mostly material blessings or those less tangible?

4.) What in your life are you the least thankful for?  Why?

5.) Have you ever looked at the thing (or things) you are least thankful for and wondered why?  Not the usual “why me” routine, but what impact this has had on your life; has it brought you closer to the reality of God in your life, or in the lives of those around you?
