Now it’s God’s turn
Isaiah 9:2  The people who walked in darkness have seen great Light; those who dwelt in a land of intense darkness and the shadow of death, upon them has the Light shined.  (47B;pg 602)
Amos 3:3  Do two walk together except they make an appointment and have agreed?  (47B;pg 806)
Deuteronomy 31:6  Be strong courageous and firm; fear not nor be in terror before them, for it is the Lord your God who goes with you; he will not fail you or forsake you.  (47B;pg 197)
In the past, prior to making a decision to follow Jesus Christ, basically it was all up to us.  Although, in that state of being adrift, I believe that the Holy Spirit touched us in ways that we could understand only after we were committed to God’s path.  As the two crucified thieves discovered, and we have aptly learned, the decision for God in Christ is always and finally ours because we have been outfitted with free will.  For better or worse, God decided that it was wiser to choose than to be chosen or chosen for.  You may wish to argue that point, theologically and doctrinally, but Scripture tells us that only if we seek shall we find. That is not to say that once committed to a relationship with Christ we are not called or directed to specific ministries … we are.
Now, however, it’s time to let God work in our lives.  This doesn’t mean that we sit back on the couch and become spiritual couch potatoes, but that we allow God to work His will.  God’s will is mighty and it is awesome.  It knows no socio-economic boundaries or state lines; it is the one true equalizer.  Remember Scripture doesn’t say that we are created equal, but that are created in “Our Image.”  (See Genesis 1:26)  We have equal opportunity in Him.  We have the choice of rowing toward the safety of the lighthouse on the shore or turning our backs and rowing like madmen out into dark and uncharted waters. 
What is God calling you to do?  What is your passion and desire?  Reach out and He will reach in.  Ask and you will receive.  That is a promise.  Amen.
