Salvation the way I understand it  
Once saved, I don=t believe you can be Aun-saved.@  If you once turn your life over to Christ, even if you fall away or disconnect, Christ does not.

On the other hand ... If you never commit your life, then there is nothing to fall away from.  That is also the mortal sin of blasphemy that Christ preaches in Matthew 12:31.  You cannot fall away from something that doesn=t exist in your life ... it is always the emptiness of the spirit, when brought forth, that will kill you.  Satan will tell you a different story.  Of course, whether one is saved is a very personal matter.  One cannot judge the salvation of another.  Only God can do that, and it is never too late to commit.

While I believe in God being omniscient, paradoxically, He also allows for free will.  That is why I do not follow the Calvinist doctrine of the elect, unless, as in Revelation, God talks about the 144,000 elect Jews who will receive His seal in the end times.  That is a different issue surrounding God=s chosen.  This is to preserve God=s people ... 12,000 from the 12 tribes.  This is an act of God for the blessing of ... the Hebrews in Revelation 7:4-8.  

To return to the first statement, if you fall away from God in the course of your life, provided that it has been through Jesus Christ, it doesn=t mean that you will go to hell, however, it can make the blessing of our lives on earth pretty hellish and miserable.  This life is meant to be a blessing, not a curse.  I believe God wants us to prosper and enjoy the fruits of His creation, yet with free will we can operate counter to His will if we so desire ... He allows it so that we might willingly worship Him. 

Jeremiah 1:5   He said, AI knew you before I formed you in your mother=s womb.  Before you were born I set you apart and appointed you as my spokesman to the world.@   (6B;pg 736)
This is how it is as believers; and we are set apart by His knowledge and by our choice.  I don=t know how it is accomplished .... that is where my faith takes over.  I can=t completely understand it, but I believe it.  And belief is more powerful than all of the knowledge in the cosmos.  Christ said to Thomas that it was commendable to believe once you have seen, but a blessing to believe having not seen ... more importantly, to walk in faith.
