The Miracle of healing

The miracle of God is embedded in each one of us.  Yes, there are times when we should rightly seek special intervention, but … the miracle, of healing for instance, is a present condition that is a part of how we are wonderfully and terribly made.  We forget that the daily healing from cuts, scrapes, and more serious inflictions, are indeed miracles.  God has manifested those things as a blessing for all that are human, and for other aspects of creation, as well.  Animals and plants also heal.  Isn’t that a miracle?  This plays back into the notion that the day-to-day, when examined, is a study in the miraculous.  If we strip away that which we take for granted, I think we would all be amazed at the small miracles that we have grown to accept and expect.

We seem to have lost our gratitude unless there are momentous experiences that are, by definition, extraordinary.  But, God is about the ordinary.  God has shown us how the ordinary can be extraordinary, and how the extraordinary can be found in the ordinary.  That is a miracle we often congratulate ourselves on.  We tend to take credit instead of being thankful.

Daniel 4:3   How great are His miracles, and how mighty His wonders!  His kingdom is an eternal kingdom, and His dominion is from generation to generation.  (eSword c. 2005 HCSB translation)

The passage from Daniel spells it out quite clearly:  His kingdom is eternal and His dominion from generation to generation.  He is both eternal and contemporary.  How awesome and how miraculous!

2.) Do you believe that God can be both eternal, and in a daily relationship with us?

3.) What in God’s kingdom are not miracles?

4.) Does Satan believe in miracles?  Hint:  this rhetorical, but a precedent was set in him believing in God’s power to condemn.

5.) How has God presented himself in the ordinary?  Both from a personal and a Biblical perspective.
